We had a great discussion on a number of topics:

Pell grant – It seemed the main thing that came from the Pell Grant discussion was that under the new structure, while your students do not draw full Pell in Fall and Spring semesters, they will be eligible to draw it Summer so it actually helps keep them in school. Jim Thompson explained the formula now used and some of the more confusing points of the funding formula.

Course Directory – We discussed the need for three new courses. We added WDT 117 GTAW Pipe I, WDT 118 GTAW Pipe II, and WDT 216 SMAW Pipe (all as 2 theory – 1 lab - 3 credit). Brian McIntosh agreed to work on the course descriptions and send them to me. We also discussed the two new courses put in a couple of weeks ago – WDT 162 Consumable Welding Applications, and WDT 163 Consumable Welding Applications Lab which give you the flexibility to teach either Pulse Technology or MCAW depending on your need. 

Core Courses – We had a lengthy discussion on what should and should not be in the Core, but in the end we decided to leave it as is so that instructors could have more flexibility to tailor their certificate programs to their local industry demands. 

Plans of Instruction – We had a lengthy discussion about the new format for the POIs and I walked everyone through the process I used to update them. We then decided that instructors would work on POIs to bring them up to date. There are many areas that need a lot of work and will be completely overhauled.
